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One of the most promising immuno-therapies against 
cancer is the adoptive cell transfer of genetically 
modified T cells. However, so far, attempts have been 
unsuccessful in some cancers, like acute myeloid 
leukemia or most solid tumors. 
This project aims to develop a modular allogeneic CAR-
NK cell product for improved treatment of cancer, 
alone or as co-treatment with a monoclonal antibody.
